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BIOGRAPHY 
Boling studied drawing and painting at Georgia Highland College, Georgia State University and at the Ecole de Beaux Arts 
in Rennes, France. He received degrees in French Language and Humanities Studies and Law. For 25 years he has practiced 
law while maintaining an active engagement with poetry and visual arts. He is currently a partner in the Atlanta, Georgia based 
law firm of Powell Goldstein, LLP and serves on the adjunct faculty at the University of Georgia School of law where he lectures in 
his area of specialty, health care law and policy. 

Boling’s small press, Fall Line Arts Press has recently published “Moving Gone Dancing” the critically acclaimed poetry collection 
of Mildred White Greear. Boling’s press also serves as the imprint for some of his own art and photographic work including  
“Photographs from O’Connor Country”; “Peel”; “Because They Come That Way” and other short run and artist book works. 
These and other photographic works are included in a number of private and public art, library and special collections including 
those of the Metropolitan Museum of Art, Houston Museum of Fine Arts, Emory University, Bard College, the Museum 
of Contemporary Art of Georgia and the Window Gallery at the University of Auckland, Auckland, New Zealand.

In 2005 at the invitation of Stephen Shore, Boling began a program of photography study and exploration through a special 
Masters program offered by Bard College. The examination of internet based vernacular imagery that informs the YAW 
(“You Ain’t Wrong”) project is an outgrowth of that work. 

The YAW project will be included in the upcoming exhibition at the New Museum of Contemporary Art of New York's Rhizome 
based exhibition "Montage: Unmonumental Online".
